Supports for Students with ASD
Checklist

Foundational Supports

· Placement versus Belonging:  Is the student an active, supported participant within the classroom.  Are there other strategies/efforts that would allow him to be more integrated, such as training for staff or peers?
· Evidence-Based Practices:  Are the practices that are being implemented for the student with ASD evidence-based practices?
· Team-Based Process:  Are you using effective team processes to support the student? (See Team Checklist for further information)
· Family Involvement:  Is the family encouraged to participate as both a recipient of information and a provider of information?

Classroom Supports

· Strategies for Promoting Success:
· Preteaching or Precorrects
· Predictability
· Visual and Auditory cues
· Setting Up the Environment:
· Classroom setup
· Movement within activities

· Ordering of activities

· Paraprofessional Supports:  Is a paraprofessional provided?  If so, is the paraprofessional trained appropriately?  Is the paraprofessional supporting the student at appropriate times (e.g., recess, academic activities, transitions)? 
· Peer Supports:  Does the student spend adequate time with his peers?  Is he supported in social interactions?  Are the peers trained? 
Individual Supports

· Differentiated Instruction:  Are goals age-appropriate?  Are goals functional?  Are modifications or accommodations implemented, as appropriate, within the general education curriculum?
· Social-Communication Goals:  Is the student provided with opportunities to communicate in the natural environment?  With his peers?  Are there strategies being used to encourage communication?
· Behavior Support:  What are the antecedents/triggers associated with the behavior?  What are the consequences?  What is the student attempting to communicate? What interventions might be appropriate?

· Motivation:  Are appropriate, individualized motivational strategies being used?
